High Commission of India-Islamabad


General Information for Visa Applicants

1. All foreign nationals, including children, require a visa to enter India. Please do not finalise your travel arrangements to India before ascertaining the visa requirements.

2. Blank application forms are available free of cost from Counter No. 6 of the Visa Section.  They can also be downloaded from the website.

3. Applications are accepted at the Embassy from 09.30 a.m. to 01.30 p.m. from Monday to Thursday.  The visas/passports can be collected from the Embassy from 10.00 a.m. to 04.30 p.m. from Monday to Thursday, except holidays.  At the visa section of the High Commission there are 11 counters.  
4. There are separate counters for gents and ladies as well as for business/conference/medical visas. Special counters have been marked for senior citizens and the physically challenged. The designation of the various counters at the High Commission may be seen from Visa Counters.
5. Applications can also be sent through drop-box services of TCS (Visatronix) (http://www.visatronix.com/index.aspx) and Fedex (Gerry’s Drop Box) (http://www.fedex.com/pk/). 
6. Passport in original, valid for a minimum of six months, should accompany the visa application (in triplicate) in prescribed form, duly filled in and signed, with Three recently taken passport size photographs pasted on the application form.   Before filling the application form please read carefully the instructions for filling up the application form.  Also ascertain the supporting documents required for various visa categories.
7. All fees should be paid in cash at the time of application. Fees is not accepted through CHEQUE OR CREDIT CARD. Fees once received will not be refunded, even if the visa application is withdrawn by the applicant or if the visa is not issued. 

8. Acceptance of the visa application does not guarantee issue of visa. The issue of visa, its type and duration are determined on the merits of each case.   The High Commission reserves the right to not assign any reason for not issuing visa in any case.
9. Visas are valid from the date of issue and not from the date of entry into India. Applicants may take this into account while specifying the duration of visa required. 

10. Please make sure that you correctly specify the category of visa applied for, depending on the purpose of your visit. Activities in India incompatible with the category of the visa may result in immediate revocation of the visa.
11. The Visa fees for Pakistani nationals is Rs. 15/- per applicant.  The fees is the same irrespective of the category/no. of entries etc. For applicants of other nationalities, the fees varies from country to country and may be ascertained from Counter No. 1 of the Visa section.
