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Requirements for Visa for Pakistani Nationals

Pakistani nationals can apply for the following categories of visa:

· Visitors Visa
· Business Visa
· Conference Visa
· Medical Visa
· Student Visa
· Group Visa
The general requirements for applying for visa are as follows :

1. Applicants should have a valid invitation from their relative/host in India.  For visitor visa, the invitation (see sample invitation affidavit) should be on stamp paper essentially mentioning that he/she is inviting his/her relative from Pakistan and undertakes to bear full responsibility for the visit.  In the case of business visa, an invitation letter from the Indian organization is required which clearly mentions the name of the Pak national, his designation, the places to be visited in India, their addresses and duration of the visit.
2. Validity of the passport should be at least 6 months from the date of submission of the application.
3. All previous passports should be attached.  This is not required if the current passport has an Indian visa.  In case any previous passport cannot be attached, an affidavit stating the loss of passport and copy of FIR translated into English may be provided.
4. Pakistanis holding dual nationality must apply on their Pakistani passports only.

5. The following modes of travel and entry/exit points in India are allowed:

Applicants should note that the entry and exit point should be the same.


The visa fees is Rs. 15/- (Rupees Fifteen only) for Pak nationals.  This is irrespective of the category of visa/no. of entries/duration.

	Affidavit from relative/host in India indicating willingness to bear responsibility of the visit.  Address and telephone number of the host must be clearly indicated.

	Documents such as electricity bill, telephone bill, ration card, Election I-card of the relative/host in India identifying clearly the address (any two)




For Business Visa

	Copy of the NADRA card along with English translation clearly indicating the address.

	Letters of invitations from Indian companies clearly indicating the city to be visited and the duration of the visit.



	3.
	Letter from the company in Pakistan giving details of the applicant, his designation and the purpose of the visit.

	Copy of Letter of Credit/correspondence with the company in India.



	5.
	Membership certificate of Chambers of Commerce.



	6.
	In case of participation in or visiting trade/business exhibitions in India, details of/nature of participation and copy of invitations from the exhibition authorities or Federations/Chambers concerned.




For Conference Visa

	Copy of the NADRA card along with English translation clearly indicating the address.

	Letter of invitation from the organizers in India.

	Letter of introduction from the organization the applicant is working in.




For Medical Visa

	Letter of appointment with a recognized hospital in India.

	Medical records of patient in Pakistan clearly indicating diagnosis.




For Student Visa

	Copy of the NADRA card along with English translation clearly indicating the address.

	Letter of admission of the concerned educational institution in India.

	Evidence of adequate financial standing to support the academic/living expenses in India during the course of study (bank statements).




For Group visa

	Copy of the NADRA card along with English translation clearly indicating the address.

	List of applicants in prescribed proforma giving details of name, father’s name, date and place of birth, passport no., date/place of issue, date of expiry, residential address/contact no. in Pakistan and occupation/profession.
